Coaches and Parent Managers

Varsity football players will coach the individual teams. We need a minimum of one parent
manager per team. Parent managers supervise team during the 6:00-7:30 practice. Athletes
will notify the parent manager if they will be absent from practice or game. On game day,
only the varsity players will be allowed on the sidelines during the game. Parent managers
and all other parents must be on the opposite side of the field during the game. However, if
an injury or safety concern arises, please take the necessary actions to assist.

Local League Rules
1. All games will have 4 ten minute quarters with a running clock. The clock will stop
within the last two minutes of each half when:
A. The ball carrier goes out of bounds
B. There is an incomplete pass
C. There is a touchdown

2. There will be an allowance of 3 time outs per half.
3. If a team has 19 or more points than their opponent, then the opponent may:
A. Designate one player on the opposing team that cannot touch the football
unless they are less than 19 points behind.
B. Receive a kickoff after all touchdowns until they are less than 19 points
behind.
4. Players may not rush the punter or kicker
5. Players must attend at least one practice per week in order to participate in the game.
6. If a player is going to be absent for a game he must inform his parent manager.

The parent manager in turn is to either recruit a player from another team or contact
the opposing team and advise them of the number of players available.
